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2008 National Police Shooting Championships

This year’s National Police Shooting Championships (NPSC) was a little different. Before the NPSC there was
the Tactical Police Competition, a three-gun event which over 80 officers competed. There was also the New
Mexico Challenge which was geared toward new shooters; over 100 new shooters fired the stock semi-auto
match. Then at the NPSC there were about 300 shooters competing.

At the end of last September Ralph Lettau from Energy Northwest and Steve Voigt, Curtis Bearchum, Kurt
Bearchum, Sam Hernandez, Robert Maier, and Jay Osborn of Hanford Patrol all headed south to Albuquerque,
New Mexico to compete at the NPSC.

Ralph Lettau won 17 trophies and one gun. The Hanford Patrol Pistol Team won about 156 trophies with
Steve Voigt winning three guns and Curtis Bearchum winning one gun. Steve Voigt finished first overall in the
Distinguished Revolver Match and off-duty gun match. The highlight of the NPSC for the Hanford Patrol Pistol
Team was when Steve Voigt and Curtis Bearchum finished 3rd overall out of about 35 teams in the 2-Officer
Revolver and Semi-Auto Team matches.

The 2009 NPSC will be held on September 20-24 in Albuquerque, New Mexico. For more information on the
