RIFLE RANGE RULES

Y our membership or guest privileges will be terminated for violations of any of the following range rules,
or any act deemed unsafe by the range staff, whether printed or not. These rules apply to guest, visitors,
competition shooters and law enforcement officers.
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Firing will be done ONLY from the RED ZONE/ FIRING LINE

No Pistols other then rifle caliber pistols can be fired on this range
While loading and chambering rounds, muzzles must remain pointed down range

Rifles must be loaded and unloaded in the red zone or on shooting bench while muzzle pointed
down range.

NO LOADED RIFLESBEHIND THE RED ZONE
Absolutely NO cross-lane shooting

Cease fires are by mutual consent — Obtain everyone' s permission before turning on the alarm
signal system.
While the alarm system is activated, all weapons are to be benched (magazines removed and
actions open).
While the alarm signal system is activated, everyone must stay out of the red zone and no guns
will be handled (looked at, put away, adjusted, reloaded...).
The last person returning from Down-range turns off the alarm system.

EVERYONE on the range will wear eye protection and ear protection at all times. There are no
exceptions.

Shooting will only be doneon PAPER targetsinthe APPROVED TARGET FRAMES.
Children will be under adult supervision at all times
Tracer and Armor Piercing ammunitions are prohibited.

Pull your targets, pick up your bass and clean your area before leaving rifle range

If you are UNDER THE INFLUENCE of alcohol, drugs, or medications, you are not allowed on
the range.

No alcoholic beverages allowed on the range

If you are unsure about violating arange rule

ASK BEFORE YOU ACT.

Each member, guest, competitor, and law enforcement officer isresponsible for reading all posted signs
and obeying all rangerules. If you observe any violation of these rules, please call a cease-fire and bring
the violation to the attention of the violator or the range staff immediately. Range safety is everyone's

concern.
